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INTRODUCTION

"Experience is the teacher of all things"
Gaius Julius Caesar

Deterioration in recent years of living conditions of the population
of Ukraine and the associated disorganization of adaptation and
compensatory systems of the child's body with a corresponding
decrease in nonspecific immunity, the presence of multiple organ
pathologies have led to the fact that, according to statistics, children
make 60-80 % of inpatient care patients.

In this context, there is a clear trend towards a steady increase in
the number of inflammatory conditions (IC) of the maxillofacial region
(MFA), despite the achievements of modern medical science.

According to the scientific data, currently, lymphadenitis (LD)
prevails in the structure of acute IC of the maxillofacial region in
children. Particularly, patients with LD and phlegmonous adenitis
make 50 % of children hospitalized to the in-patients hospital with IC
of MFA, and lymphadenitis of submandibular region make 60-78 % of
all inflammatory lesions of lymphatic nodes (LN) of face and neck.

According to the data collected at our clinic, LD of the MFS also
occupy the leading position in the nomenclature of dental diseases,
constituting 68 % in the structure of IC in children undergoing inpatient
treatment. At the same time, 25 % of LD are odontogenic forms. In
addition, changes in the classical picture of the disease towards anergic
or aggressive progress, polymorphism of clinical phenomena and
development of severe complications are often observed.

Researchers note that the peak incidence of LD occurs at the age
of 7 years, attributing it to the incomplete formation of local tissue
immunity, morphofunctional immaturity of LD, differentiation of
structures, which ends only by the age of 12. Stomatogenic, rhinogenic,
tonsillogenic and dermatogenic inflammation of LN are observed in
young children, while their odontogenic forms prevail in patients older

than 7 years of age.
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Some scientists point out that, LD can occur without any apparent
cause against the background of "false health" in children more often
than in adults. However, according to Prof. Roginsky, the impossibility
to determine etiological factors indicates "an incorrect methodological
approach to the diagnosis of the disease,” that is, LD is always a
secondary pathology.

Lack of in-depth, fundamental knowledge about the multifactorial
mechanisms of etiopathogenesis of lymphadenitis of MFA in children
causes difficulties in differentiated justification of the scope and
duration of therapeutic measures, optimal combination of drugs,
prevention and rehabilitation of patients of this category, which arise
against the background of a significant increase in the last decade the
number of children with signs of developmental disorders already in
perinatal and early postnatal periods, which, of course, is reflected in
ontogenesis.
